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decades, in particular on exploring different aspects of the Standard Model of Particle Physics
(SM) and the physics beyond it (BSM). Her work regarding hadronic structure of high-energy
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next generation electron positron colliders. She is an elected fellow of all the three academies of
Science of Indiaand also the Science Academy of the Developing World (TWAYS).

Apart from her work in academics, Prof Godbole is aso a much sought-after communicator of
science, often delivering talks to young students, scholars and scientists on everything physics. She
is also an avid supporter of women pursuing careers in science and technology, and along with
Ram Ramaswamy, edited the book Lilavati’s Daughters, a collection of biographical essays on
women scientists from India.
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
